As a result of the application of the acquisition method of accounting in the
Successor period, the financial statements for the Successor period are presented on a full step-up basis as a result of the Business Combination, and are therefore not comparable to the financial statements of the
Predecessor period that are not presented on the same full step-up basis due to the Business Combination.

Share in exchange for an aggregate of 2,131 Common Shares and 18,074,285 were exercised on a cashless basis in exchange for an
aggregate of 3,976,287 Common Shares, in each case in accordance with the terms of the Warrant Agreement, representing
approximately 96.4% of the outstanding Public Warrants in the aggregate. A total of 673,363 Public Warrants remained unexercised
as of the Redemption Date, and the Company redeemed those Public Warrants for an aggregate redemption price of $67,336.30.

On June 4, 2024, Mirion entered into a warrant exchange agreement with GS Sponsor Il LLC. Pursuant to the Warrant Exchange
Agreement, the Company agreed to issue an aggregate of 1,768,000 shares of the Company’'s Class A common stock, par value
$0.0001 per share, to GS Sponsor Il LLC upon the exchange of 8,500,000 warrants to purchase shares of the Company's Class A
common stock held by GS Sponsor Il LLC.

Calculated as the sum of the outstanding shares of common stock as of 3/31/2024, the shares issued in public warrant conversion
and the shares issued in private warrant conversion.

Shares of Class B common stock are owned by certain current and former members of Mirion’s management team and are paired
on a one-for-one basis with shares of Class B common stock of Mirion Intermediate Co, Inc. (the “paired interests”). Holders of the
paired interests have the right to have their interests redeemed for, at the option of Mirion, shares of Class A common stock on a
one-for-one-basis or cash based on a trailing stock price average.

Founders shares vest in three equal tranches, based on the VWAP of our Class A common stock being greater than or equal to
$12.00, $14.00 and $16.00 per share for any 20 trading days in any 30 consecutive trading day period, and such shares will be
forfeited to us for no consideration if they fail to vest by October 20, 2026.
